	Text1:  Special Information About Fourth and Fifth Grade Assessment:
Who to assess: Schools are allocated enough licenses to cover 20 percent of the entire fourth and fifth grade population. Schools should choose the students based on EOG, benchmarks and/or teacher recommendations.
- Instead of providing each teacher an equal amount of licenses, please consider the students who are in need of assessment (regardless of the class they are in).
- As EC students receive services elsewhere, we recommended the licenses be used for other students.
- If schools would like to assess more than 20 percent of their students, they may purchase additional licenses. Please contact Debbie Owens.
Sharing devices:  As teachers will be sharing devices, it is very important that teachers sync their device before providing it to anyone else to use, so that their assessment data is uploaded before the device is re-synced with different students' data.
Sharing kits: If teachers would like access to more leveled readers, it is possible to borrow from the lower grades if timing permits.  The leveled readers in all grades go to Level U, so it may be helpful to borrow these from Kindergarten and Grade 1 if needed.

How often should students be progress monitored?     
Progress Monitoring is formative assessment and should be conducted frequently enough to inform appropriate instruction. It should be done at the following minimum frequency.
- Red students: at least every two weeks
- Yellow students: at least every four weeks
- Green students: at least once per grading period (which can mean at least every six or nine weeks)
Students with unique needs may need more frequent assessment at the teacher's discretion, particularly for RTI or Special Ed requirements. When determining a Progress Monitoring schedule, bear in mind that students must be given adequate practice time between assessments for instruction to “take hold”.
 
Do books administered for Progress Monitoring need to be a cold read?     
The book does not have to be a cold read, but neither should it be a book that is being used frequently in the classroom for lessons or sent home for use. It is perfectly acceptable to use a book that the child has read before, as a “lukewarm” read.
 
Does the TRC portion have to be progress monitored? Where do I find the books?
DIBELS measures and TRC provide different lenses through which the student's literacy is understood. Both measures should be used for progress monitoring. Books for progress monitoring TRC are found as follows:
- Access the mCLASS library via the Book Management section at mCLASS:Home to add books from your school's collection to mCLASS:Reading 3D. Red Rocket Readers
are included in the library and can be found under the publisher “Flying Start Books”.
- You may also utilize the Add a Book feature in the mCLASS:Reading 3D application to assess with books that do not exist in the mCLASS library.
