Progress Monitoring and Practice Windows

Original pilot, former Reading First, and Cohort 1 schools should conduct progress monitoring until the
Middle-of-Year (MQY) benchmark window. Cohort 2 schools should conduct progress monitoring, as well as
practice prior to the MOY window.

Progress Monitoring frequency depends on performance at benchmark:
- All red students at least every two weeks
- All yellow students at least every four weeks
- All green students at least every six weeks

Books for Progress Monitoring:
- Access the mCLASS library via the Book Management section at mCLASS:Home to add books from our
school's collection to Reading 3D.
- Red Rocket Readers are included in the library under the publisher “ Flying Start Books.”
- Use the Add-a-book feature in the Reading 3D application to assess wit books that do not
exist in the mCLASS library.
